
 
WHAT ABOUT PHONE CALLS & VISITS? 
 

Camp is only a few days. Therefore, we have NO CELL PHONE  
policy.  In case of emergency call 513-899-3087 or 513-266-0370.  
Cell phones distract the campers from the purpose of getting away 
from it all at camp and additional problem arise from inappropriate 
usage.  Cell Phones will be confiscated and returned on the last day 
of camp.   
 

Visitors must register upon arrival.  Visitors are not permitted to 
stay overnight, but are welcome to attend worship services.  
However, all visitors must leave before service is dismissed.  
(Family visitors may cause homesickness for younger 
campers…use good judgment).    
 

WHAT SHOULD I BRING? 
Bring bed linens/sleeping bag, pillow, towels/wash cloths, dirty 
clothes bag, Bible, bathing suit, tennis shoes and toiletries.

Directions to the Church of God Camp Ground 
 

From the North 
- Take 71 South to Exit #32 (Route 123 Morrow-Lebanon) 
- Turn left off of exit ramp onto Route 123. 
- Follow Route 123 approximately 5 miles to Gilmore Rd. 
- Turn left onto Gilmore Rd 
- Follow Gilmore Rd approximately 2 miles to Moore-Saur Rd.  
- Turn left onto Moore-Saur Rd. 
- Moore-Saur Rd dead ends into Church of God Campground 

 

From the South 
- Take 71 North to Exit #32 (Route 123 Morrow-Lebanon) 
- Turn right off the exit ramp onto Route 123. 
- Follow Route 123 approximately 5 miles to Gilmore Rd 
- Turn left onto Gilmore Rd. 
- Follow Gilmore Rd. approximately 2 miles to Moore-Saur Rd. 
- Turn left onto Moore-Saur Rd.

WHICH WEEK SHOULD I ATTEND? 
Campers should attend with their own age group. 
Senior High   Ages 15-17 June 14-18 
 

Junior High   Ages 12-14 June 21-25 
 

Kids Alive   Ages 10-12 June 28-July 02 
 

Adventure Time Ages   7-9 July 05-08 
 
All Campers should arrive on Monday between 1:00 and 3:00 pm.  
No camper should arrive earlier. 
 
 

All campers should be picked up promptly at 11 am on the last 
day of camp.  Closing Assembly will begin at 10:30 am. 
 

WHAT ABOUT MEDICATION, ETC? 
 

All campers will receive a brief medical screening when they arrive at 
camp.  All medications will be administered properly by the camp nurse. 
Prescriptions should be clearly labeled (send only the amount needed at 
camp). Any special needs should be noted. Anyone can contract head lice 
and unknowingly bring them to camp.  Be sure to have yourself checked 
before coming.  We cannot permit anyone to remain at camp with head lice 
or nits. 
 

WHAT ABOUT CONDUCT & DRESS? 
 

Youth Camp maintains a high standard for conduct. Tobacco, alcohol, 
drugs other than prescription medication, weapons, or fireworks, of any 
kind are strictly prohibited.  Play clothes are recommended for recreation.  
Nice casual clothes are recommended for the older camper in worship 
services. Since this is a Christian camp, we want to look like it.  No short 
shorts, short skirts, halter tops, tank tops or spaghetti straps are acceptable.  
Failure to follow dress code may result in the dismissal from camp. 
 

Parents “thank you” for not sending inappropriate clothing. 
 

SHOULD I BRING SPENDING MONEY? 
 

When possible, campers will want to bring spending money.  Snacks and 
drinks will be available at the canteen.  We recommend, if possible, $5-$10 
per day for snacks or incidentals at the camp store.  
 

The official Camp Shirt is something most every camper will want to take 
home.  They will be available for just $10.  (See application to pre-pay and 
pre-order).   
 

WHAT IS THE CAMP BANK?  
 

All money must be placed in the Camp Bank.  The Bank exists to provide a 
secure place for all cash brought to Southern Ohio Church of God Youth 
Camp.  All monies brought to camp will be placed in an account under the 
camper’s name.  “Money” may be withdrawn from the bank in $5.00 
increments, in the form of canteen cards. 

 

NO CASH WILL BE ACCEPTED AT THE CAMP STORE, 
THE CANTEEN OR PAINTBALL FIELD! 

 

On the last day of camp, all remaining monies, including unused cards, will 
be returned to the camper. 

 

PARTIALLY USED CARDS WILL NOT BE REFUNDED!  ANY 
CARD BEGUN MUST BE USED AT CAMP!
